The Water Cycle
Water on Earth is always changing. Its repeating changes make a cycle. 
As water goes through its cycle, it can be a solid (ice), a liquid (water), or a gas (water vapour). 

There are two  empty boxes on the diagram
Write the words EVAPORATION and CONDENSATION  into the correct box on the diagram to show what is happening.

How do these changes happen? 
Heat from the sun makes water from the sea or land evaporate. 
Evaporation turns liquid water into a gas called water vapour.
If the water vapour cools it condenses into little droplets and a cloud is formed. 

The water in a cloud falls as rain. 
Some of the rain soaks into the ground. Some forms rivers which flow into the sea.
